How to Install

1. Unzip and save the attached WMQ-WMB.vss file in the My Documents \ My Shapes folder.
2. Open visio and open a new document of your choice (say a basic flowchart)

3. Click on File ( Shapes ( My Shapes ( WMQ-WMB

4. If WMQ-WMQ is not listed under My Shapes, go to File ( Shapes ( Open Stencils and browse to the WMQ-WMB.vss file 

5. You should be able to see the WMQ-WMQ stencil in shapes stack as shown below.
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How to Use
1. Drag and drop shapes from this stencil like any other default stencil

2. Double click the shape to access custom properties page for the shape that has some core properties predefined. You can define more custom properties for each shape as per your need. Attached below is the custom properties page for Queue Manager shape
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3. Some of the shapes (like Queue Manager) has in-built place for object name which can be access by pressing F2 key.
